Release of MCEGold® 3.2.8 Stand Alone for Windows
10 or 11.

DESCRIPTION

MCEGold 3.2.8 Standalone is an upgrade from
MCEGold 3.1.2 SP6. This upgrade includes support for
the PAMAEYE®, adds several new Test Sections, updates
Icons, updates MCI driver.

NOTES

e MCEGold 3.2.8 is only compatible with Windows 10
or 11 and M-Series testers.

e Windows 7 users - DONOT TRY TO UPDATE to
MCEGold 3.2.8. Windows 7 compatibility ended
with MCEGold 3.1.2 SP2. If you do try to update,
MCEGold will become inoperable.

e Upgrading from a version prior to MCEGold 3.1.2
requires a new license key. Contact PAMA Technical
Support (813-774-9982) for a new license key.

¢ MCEGold Word Add-in is NOT compatible with
MS Word 2010. Templates created with any version
older than MS Word 2007 may not be functional and
may cause conflicts with the MCEGold software.

e MCEGold 3.2.8 requires that Word Add-in be
uninstalled prior to installation or upgrade.

¢ MCEGold 3.2.8 requires that all SQL versions older
than 2017 be uninstalled prior to installation or
upgrade.

e To ensure application accessibility, the default
installation location has been set to C:\PdMA
Corporation.

o Databases attached to MCEGold 3.2.8 must be from
MCEGold 3.1.2 or later and once updated with
MCEGold 3.2.8 will not be compatible with older
versions of MCEGold.

e Please make sure you allow sufficient time to update
your database. Depending on the size of your
database, updates may take an hour or longer.

e Assets opened with MCEGold 3.2.8 will not be
compatible with older versions of MCEGold.

o If during installation you receive a message telling
you “SQL Server System CLR Types requires the
Net Framework”, contact tech support for
assistance.

If any version of Microsoft SQL Server prior to
Microsoft SQL Server 2017 (such as 2005, 2008, 2012,
2014, 20186, etc.) exists on your computer, proceed with
the Uninstall Older Versions of SQL Server section
followed by the Uninstall Word Add-in and Uninstall
MCEGold sections below.

If only Microsoft SQL Server 2017 exists on your
computer do not uninstall it and proceed to the section
Uninstall Word Add-in.

There are several components that begin with Microsoft
SQL Server 20XX, they should all be removed starting
with Microsoft SQL 2008 EXCEPT Microsoft SQL
Server 2017.
